The MYSP committee is provided quarterly progress reports which include qualitative and
quantitative data. The MYSP committee provides the Board of Trustees with written and
verbal reports at Board meetings. The committee also shares mid-year and end of year data
with the board of Trustees based upon quantitative data based on the 4 pillars of the MYSP.

Quantitative and qualitative data are gathered on a continual basis by staff in schools and at
the system level and examined in iterative cycles of plan, act, observe and reflect throughout
the school year.
